involvement of parents and communities. The study highlights the socio-economic effects of inclusive
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education, including improved employment opportunities and reduced state expenditures on
segregated institutions. The conclusion underlines the strategic importance of inclusive education for
modernizing Uzbekistan’s educational system and building a fair and sustainable society.
